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PLANTING THE SEED 
STRATEGY GUIDE

How to still participate in Enough is Enough when staffing and resources are short.

We are two weeks away from the nationwide Enough is Enough Week (April 5 – 9, 2010).  There is no better time than NOW to get involved with this important initiative.  Help heighten awareness regarding the impact violence has in our communities.  Get students, faculty, staff, and community partners talking about their role in violence prevention.

The partnerships you create will have benefits extending beyond Enough is Enough this year.  You are not only planting the seed with your audience, but also with campus, community, and K-12 partners.  Getting your partners on the same page now will enhance the effectiveness of future Enough is Enough events.

This strategy guide includes 5 quick & easy programs that can still be promoted and implemented between today and April 9.  These ideas require little to zero investment of resources and can get the seed planted on your campus related to Enough is Enough.  Get started today… you can make a difference with this first step!  
Enough is Enough Campus March/Vigil 

Gather students, faculty, staff & community members at a pre-determined spot on campus (a good starting point may be the residence halls) and have them march a visible path through the campus commons ending at a central location.  A campus or community leader can make some concluding remarks about what the march represents and how participants can help stem the tide of violence.
Enough is Enough Day

Black and white are the colors of the Enough is Enough campaign, tying together mourning and remembrance with peace, innocence, and solidarity for the victims of violence.
Hand out black and white ribbons for students, staff, and members of the community to allow them a visible means of showing support.  For the ribbons to have a greater impact, wear them on Wednesday of Enough is Enough Week.  This will correspond with campuses across the nation and will give strength to the messages of EiE.
Take the Pledge Day

Encourage students, faculty, & staff to take a public stance against violence by signing a pledge. Provide these pledges in high traffic/visible locations on campus and consider distributing ribbons as a symbol that someone signed the pledge. These Hands Don't Hurt

Handprints are cut out of colored paper and participants sign their names on the hands and pledge that their hands will never be used to commit interpersonal acts of violence. 
Another way this initiative can be implemented is through students placing their hand in colored paint and leaving their print on a white banner. This symbolizes both the diversity and unity of the campus, and serves as a visual representation of how many people have pledged to resolve matters in a non-violent way. 
This is the national philanthropy of Alpha Kappa Lambda.  Colleges with this fraternity could encourage the group to host this event itself, or a similar event could be adapted from this initiative.

Role Model

Select 10 – 15 (or more!) highly visible student leaders to write a short piece for the campus newspaper about their interests in making the university a safer place in which to live and learn. In providing examples of positive behavior, it is hoped that these positive interactions will become the social norm.
